Program Description: 

▼Provides grants to LEAs and community-
based organizations (CBOs) to initiate, 
expand, or enhance physical education 
programs, including after-school programs, 
for students in kindergarten through 12th 
grade.

▼Grant recipients must implement programs 
that help students make progress toward 
meeting state standards.

Overview Continued…

▼ Types of Projects: 
Funds may be used to provide equipment and 
support to enable students to participate actively in 
physical education activities. Funds also may 
support staff and teacher training and education.

▼ Who May Apply: 
LEAs (School Districts) and community-based 
organizations may apply.

▼ Anticipated release date: 
4/07/2010 and due date: 5/21/2010 





Overview Continued…

▼ Offered through U.S. Dept. of Education, Office of Safe and 
Drug-Free Schools.

▼ Project period of up to 36 months (three budget periods of 
12 months).

▼ Awards range from $100,000 to $500,000 per project year.

▼ Technical assistance calls from DoE may be held after grant 
is released.   



Overview Continued…

▼ School Health Index (SHI) can be used to identify gaps in school’s 
programs designed to enhance student health.  Information can be 
found at: www.cdc.gov/healthyyouth. 

▼ Physical activity measures: 
(1) Elementary students must engage

in 150 minutes/week of moderate to 
vigorous activity; 

(2) Middle and high students need 
225 minutes/week.

▼ Must tie to State standards for PE.

Absolute Priority

“Initiation , expansion, and improvement
of P.E. programs (including after-school
programs) in order to make progress
toward meeting State standards for P.E.
for K-12 students by providing” 

1) Equipment and support to enable 
students to participate actively in 
P.E.

2) Funds for staff and teacher training 
and education.





Absolute Priority
must include one or more of these:

1) Fitness education and assessment

2) Instruction in a variety of motor skills and activities to enhance 
physical, mental, social, or emotional development.

3) Development of, and instruction in, cognitive concepts about 
motor skills and fitness that support lifelong healthy lifestyle.

4) Opportunities to develop positive social and cooperative skills 
through P.E.

5) Instruction in healthy eating habits and nutrition.

6) Opportunities for professional development for teachers of P.E. 
to stay current with research, issues, trends. 



Competitive Priority

If you meet the following “novice applicant” criteria, you will
received five (5) additional points

1. Never received grant or subgrant from DoE

2. Never been a member of a group application that received 
funding

3. Has not had an active grant in the 5 years before the 
deadline date for this grant. 



Tying Your Project to State P.E. Standards

▼You will be required to reiterate the State 
Standards you are referencing.

▼Contact your State Education Agency.

What Needs to be Done Now

▼Discuss with your CEO, CFO, Board...

▼Connect with your local LEA(s) to find out if they will be 
applying or would be interested in partnering with you.  
You MUST have their cooperation

▼Examine the School Health Index to assess gaps in the 
current system

▼Determine how your program fits with other efforts –
School’s policy, CDC’s Coordinated School Health 
Program, USDA Team Nutrition, or YMCA’s Activate 
America

▼Think about how you could sustain project after the 
grant ends
